Usual Dose: PO
Myocardial infarction: 160-325mg qd, for Z 30 days; secondary prevention: 75-325mg qd .
Transient ischemic aftacks and acute ischemic stroke:
50-325mg qd.
Dosage in renal impairment:
Avoid use in patients with Clcr<;10mL/min.
Dosage in hepatic impairment: Avoid use in severe disease.
